PASL Summer 6 v 6 Rules
1. Each half will be 25 minutes. Halftime will be five minutes.

2. Slide tackles are not permitted.

3. Play starts with a goal kick – at the beginning of each half and after each goal

4. All free kicks are indirect kicks.

5. All players have an obligation to play in the goal during each game. Teams – not individual players -- can decide if they would prefer to not observe that rule.

6. The field is divided into three sections. A ball played by the attacking team that travels more than 2 sections without being touched by a player from either team is offside. It is brought back to the attacking team’s line and played by other team.  Back passes may be played back more than 2 sections without penalty.

7. A player on the attacking team can't be in the box at the time the ball is played and receive a forward pass. A player can receive a lateral or back pass, or once the ball is played can run into the box to play it.  The intention is to prevent cherry-picking.

8. Substitutes may enter “on-the-fly” but only in their third of the field and only from their sideline. The player leaving must be completely off the field on his/her team’s sideline before the new player enters. 

9. Participation in PASL 6 v 6 is a privilege, not a right. Bill Sweeney will handle all disciplinary issues. There is no appeal process.
